Queer

Our personal sense of our own gender.

A term describing a person’s gender identity that does
not match their assigned sex at birth. This word is also
used as an umbrella term to describe some groups of
people who transcend conventional expectations of
gender identity or expression.

The designation of a person at birth as male or female
based on their anatomy (genitalia and/or reproductive
organs) or biology (chromosomes and/or hormones).

People whose gender identity is neither exclusively woman
or man or is in between or beyond the gender binary.

The words used to refer to a person other than their
name, e.g. he/she/they.

Someone whose gender identity matches the sex they
were assigned at birth.

How we show our gender through our clothes, hair etc.
This is different to gender identity. Gender identity refers
to how we feel inside, and gender expression is how we
present ourselves outside.

An umbrella term used to describe people who are not
heterosexual and/or cisgender. Queer was used as a slur
against the LGBTQ+ community for many years and still can be.
However, the word has been reclaimed by LGBTQ+ communities
and many now embrace the term. Check if someone is
comfortable with this term before referring to them as queer.
